The SVP in West Yorkshire are inviting you to
join them for a sponsored “Yorkshire Three
Peaks Challenge on 5th June 2010 to raise
funds to support projects in West Yorkshire
and to send families on a much deserved
holiday in North Wales at the 0zanam Centre.
The Yorkshire Three Peaks Walk is a very
demanding but rewarding high mountain
walk, which takes in the summits of Pen-y-ghent (694 metres - 2,276 feet),
Whernside (736 metres - 2,415 feet) and Ingleborough (723 metres - 2,372 feet)
all in one circular route of approximately 25 miles.
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Leaving early from the café at Horton-in-Ribblesdale, walkers have to complete
the challenge in less than 12 hours, at which point you can become a member
of the "Three Peaks of Yorkshire Club". The Challenge will be lead by
experienced walkers who will provide full safety support for the event, suitable
water stops and insurance. Insurance is provided through our National Office
London and CCIA. This event is hoping to attract those in the 16-35 year old
age group who would not normally join in the annual Leeds sponsored walk, but
if you are older than that please feel free to join us!

There are a small number of Conferences who have not sent in any financial
returns for 2009/10 yet. We ask them to get up to date as soon as possible
and/or to let us know the reason for the delay. We will be contacting all
Conferences in arrears soon but this does take time and money that could be
spent elsewhere.

New Financial returns for 2010/11

You will receive the new
financial returns for
2010/11 by early April
2010. If you have not
received a pack by 15 April
2010 then please let us
know at National Office as
our contact details may
not be up to date.

We have made a few small

changes so that the new financial return now mirrors the Secretarial return and
we can compare expenditure with visits. For instance there are new codes to
cover help offered to “Travellers” (members of the Gypsy, Roma and Traveller
communities) and also “People with mental health issues”. If you ever find
yourself puzzling over where to allocate expenditure a very simple guideline is
to ask yourself “What was the main reason that prompted you to offer
assistance to this person or group?”

Transfers of money between
different paris of the Society

From the very start of the Society, SVP groups have been generous in sharing
their funds with other parts of the Society and we want to encourage this to
continue. When we prepare our audited accounts we have to exclude transfers
of money from one part of the Society to another part as we would be
duplicating income and expenditure. Central Council and District Council
Treasurers will still enter SVP Support payments received in box 1000 on the
financial return. We ask Conference/Council Treasurers to enter all other money
received from any part of the Society in box 1012. All money paid out to other
parts of the Society should go in box 4030 “payments to other parts of the
Society”. We ask Treasurers of Special Works to ensure that transfers of money
to and from other parts of the Society are clearly indicated in their accounts
and we will give them further advice on this.

Transfer of banking to
The Co-operative Bank

You may have heard by now that the Trustees and National Council have decided
to move Centralised banking from HSBC to The Co-operative Bank for reasons of
cost, efficiency and good governance.

All Conferences, Councils and Special Works will have to move their banking to
The Co-operative Bank regardless of where they currently bank. The Co-operative
has branches in England and Wales and also you can also bank with them via
post offices (both GPO’s and sub post offices). We are rolling out a programme
to move bank accounts in stages by area. We have run pilot projects in Hallam,
East Anglia and Nottingham and are grateful for their co-operation. Please wait
until we contact you individually with details of how to transfer your account.
It will take a year to move all 1,400 bank accounts and we will contact the last
areas to move by November 2010. In the meantime, if you need to change your
bank mandate then do contact us about opening a Co-operative Bank account
early. All new Conferences will start with a Co-operative Bank Account.

This is a reminder that when a Conference or District Council goes into
abeyance, their funds and assets still belong to the Society. Bank balances and
any assets (vans, minibuses etc) have to be transferred according to the
decision of the relevant Central Council in consultation with National Office.

A Conference going into abeyance will normally transfer its bank balance and
any assets to its District Council. This is important as the District/Central
Council often has to pick up the Twinnage obligations of the Conference going
into abeyance. Further details of the procedures will be sent to Central/District
Councils by April 2010.
